Day 1｜Kuala Lumpur ✈ Tokyo Narita → Kawagoe Old Town
 (Lunch: Japanese Kaiseki | Dinner: Soba meal)

Embark on the Tateyama Kurobe Alpine Route, where towering Snow Walls reach up to 20
meters high. A truly unique and breathtaking winter-to-spring experience.

Day 5｜Lake Kawaguchi → Oishi Park → Fuji Shibazakura Festival (Apr–May) / Hana-no-Miyako
Park (May–Jun) → Fuji-Q Highland → Odaiba Seaside Park → Diver City

Day 6｜TAsakusa Sensoji Temple → AEON Mall → Tokyo Narita Airport ✈ Kuala Lumpur
 (Breakfast: Hotel | Lunch: Own arrangement | Dinner: On board)

Visit Sensoji Temple, Tokyo’s oldest Buddhist temple. Shop at AEON Mall before transferring to
Narita Airport for departure.

Day 4｜Shirakawa-go → Kamikochi → Kappa Bridge → Mt. Fuji Onsen
 (Breakfast: Hotel | Lunch: Hida beef meal | Dinner: Kaiseki or buffet)

Visit UNESCO site Shirakawa-go, famed for its thatched-roof houses. Continue to Kamikochi, a
scenic alpine valley with stunning views from Kappa Bridge. 
Stay at Mt. Fuji onsen hotel.
